The whirlpool and tidal pool activity is
found during the “Ebb Tide” and can be viewed from the North Point viewing area. There is approximately a
one hour window on either side of the “Best Viewing” times, so don’t feel you need to be there right at the
exact time — it’s a process. This easy hike is on a 4 km well developed trail with minimal elevation change and

will take about one hour to walk.
